Just a couple
months later we purchased the property at 2329 Robinson Rd
in Knoxville, TN. The property is 3.5 acres and contains a
large 4 bedroom farmhouse that includes a second story
apartment with its own kitchen, and outside entrance. There
is also a 1 bedroom rental house on the property. The vision
is for both the apartment and the rental house to serve as
transitional living quarters for single mothers emerging from
public housing and/or referral programs. In addition to
providing transitional housing, The Restoration House will
partner with other community organizations to provide
counseling, life skills training, parent training, job training,
transportation, etc. Our hope is that The Restoration House

will become a non-profit 501(c)3 organization that aspires to be an agent of change and reconciliation for women Knoxuville
for many years to come. This newsletter is an attempt to keep all of our supporters, both friends and family, up to date on

the journey of The Restoration House.
