Renovation Update...

We built a new cabinet in the bathroom where
there once was a small wooden window and a
shelf. This space was not being maximized.
There is no linen closet in the upstairs apartment,
so it made perfect sense to build this one in the
underutilized space. | wish we had some old
pictures of the bathroom so you can see the
dramatic difference the renovation has made.

When we started the bathroom
renovation we had to remove three
layers of old flooring that had
previously rotted. The new floor looks
great with the neutral wall color. We
put down the same flooring in the
apartment entryway. The toilet, sink,
and walls were also replaced.

Compassion Coalition’s Furniture Warehouse
donated the refrigerator to us. We removed
some of the old cabinets to help it fit. The kitchen
floor was extended by ripping up some old
carpet. In its place we laid some new peel-n-stick
flooring. The bar shown here is also a new
addition that Mike, from Farragut Christian
Church built. The bar serves as an eating and
storage area.

The stove was also donated by CC'’s
Furniture Warehouse. In the future we
would like to remove this old home
made cabinet and reorganize the
space by moving the stove and making
room for a laundry closet. For now we
have added a new sink and painted the
cabinets.

Believe it or not where this new window is there
use to be an old turn out style window that didn’t
seal at all. There was an inch gap around all the
panes. Below it there was a hole cut out in the
wall where a window unit air conditioner was
installed. It too was not sealed and let
everything from the outside in. We removed the
old window and framed in where the a/c used to
be since there is central heat and air upstairs.

It is great to finally see fresh paint
going on the walls and the trim. We
are getting excited as we begin to see
things coming together! There is only
left the cleaning, polishing and finishing
touches, before we can say
construction is complete. That will be
an awesome day!
