 As we embark on this exciting journey, it is important that we are not alone in leadership. After much prayer and petition to the 
Lord, God has been more than faithful in bringing together a group of people who agreed to serve on the board of The 
Restoration House.  Honestly, I am in awe of the three people God sent to us thus far. To say that I are excited about serving 
alongside them is truly an understatement.  Here is what you should know about them:

Although the size of this task is very overwhelming at 
times, I can feel God growing me daily. My first day in an office, for 
the first time ever, I felt anxious to say the least. However, just in 
the short amount of time since my first “official day, “God is 
connecting me to some amazing people in 
our community, who are walking me through 
this process and I am becoming a little less 
uneasy as the days go by. Thank you for 
your love and support, for being my cheering 
section, and for praying for me as I seek to 
simply be obedient. 
 

Funding Update…  

Many of you know that we are seeking 
donations from friends and family for The 
Restoration House.  In the future we plan 
to expand our funding sources, but that is 
premature until we gain a non-profit 
501(c)3 status.  The Restoration House 
will operate under the umbrella of 
Farragut Christian Church until the 
articles of incorporation are filed and 
certified.  This protects the interest of its 
donors and maintains the integrity of the 
ministry.  Until the 501(c)3 status is  

gained any donations will be available as a tax deduction under the 
umbrella organization.  If you would like to be a Financial Partner of 
The Restoration House then please check the web for more details.  
The goal is to cover Mandy’s salary and ministry expenses at $20,000 
for the first 12 months; $18,000 of which will go to a part-time salary 
for Mandy and $2,000 for expenses/fees.  This breaks down to 
$1,660 a month.  At this time we have 6 monthly donors contributing 
a total of $270 a month. We also received two one time gifts equaling 
$250.  We still need to raise a total of $1,390 a month to launch the 
full time ministry of The Restoration House.  Will you prayerfully 
consider being a financial partner of The Restoration House by either 
committing monthly or giving a one time gift?  You will be making a 
difference in the lives of single-mothers in East Tennessee now and 
in the future.
