Pine Bluff Project

and brought a friend of mine back to the site to walk and pray. | left Pine
Bluff that day somewhat perplexed but excited, anticipating what God had in store next.

It was not until about a month ago, when Daniel and | were driving home from some much needed time together, that God
revealed a little more of his plan. For some reason, although | told Daniel about my experience back in August, it was not until
this moment that Daniel actually visited the complex for the first time. We pulled into the parking lot. Daniel and | both fell silent
for a few moments; then Daniel began to speak life into what we now know as a vision from the Lord. We prayed together for
awhile in the parking lot and left, again feeling perplexed, but excited, filled with anticipation of what the next few months would
bring.

We believe, in alignment with God’s original vision for The Restoration House of East Tennessee, that God is asking us to
prepare a place...

...where wholeness and restoration are found by all who earnestly seek it, no matter the social, economic, mental, physical
or cultural status of the family.

...where mentors and mentees live their lives in beautiful community with one another, loving, growing, learning and
experiencing life together.

...where women and their children reside safely in a community where sharing life and experience is a central principal
and theme.

...where single-mother families have a chance to continue in, or experience for the first time, reconciliation with God
through opportunities to experience truth, godly relationships, a network of loving prayer support, and ongoing
opportunities to serve through worship & stewardship.

...where a woman and her children grow together, and as individuals, in dignity and self-worth, through opportunities for
emotional and physical restoration.

... where a woman receives the fair chance she deserves to gain an education in areas such as financial management,
parenting, and other basic life skills; and where her children play together with other children, all the while learning in a
loving, safe and nurturing environment.

...where for the single-mother family, “moving out” means moving into a home of their own because of the generosity of
donors giving to a matched savings accounts program.

After much prayer and consideration, meeting with the realtor, conducting research, and seeking godly counsel, we believe
that God would like to use the old Pine Bluff apartment complex to accomplish this vision.
