House has just been accepted into the program and will begin 17 months of specialized technical assistance on August 

14th.  During this period TRH will learn to: improve management, develop organizational structures and strategies, diversify 

fund development strategies, measure and communicate outcomes, participate in a more coordinated approach to avoid 

service gaps and duplication of services, as well as learn to encourage effective use of limited resources. The services are 

delivered through a capacity building style that includes ongoing coaching/mentoring, and experiential learning. TRH feels 

privileged to be a part of such a reputable training program. We ask for your prayers as we continue to learn and grow in 

order to serve families as effectively as possible!
